Forty of the top bull riders will be competing for
over $40,000 in prize money and championship
awards.  The cowboys have been fighting for points
all year long and it all comes down to this weekend.
The winner will be crowned the 2005 SEBRA
Champion.  Cowboys like Travis Finley, Devin
Long, JB Mauney and Corey Atwell travel the
Nations highways all year long gaining points.
Devin Long competed in Alberta, Canada this year
at the famed Calgary Stampede.  JB Mauney won
over $10,000 in a Lufkin, Texas CBR Event, Corey
Atwell, a rising star in the bull riding world, won the
International Youth Finals in Oklahoma this
summer.  Travis Finley who was plagued by
injuries the first part of the year has been fighting
his way to the top of the standings.  As stiff as the
competition is, the real opponents are the bulls.
Only the top bulls are chosen for the SEBRA
Finals.  Bulls have been selected from over sixteen
professional stock contractors.  These are many of
the same bulls that you see on television.  Bulls like
Black Hawk, Wrangler Riata, Wicked Charlie and
others are known throughout the Nation for their
ability to throw off cowboys.  Once the cowboys are
on the ground, it'’ the job of the bullfighters to
protect them.  Wearing baggy pants and track
shoes bullfighters risk their lives to save downed
cowboys.
